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Article I—Name

The name of this organization shall be the South Dakota School Nurse Association.  SDSNA is an affiliate of the National Association of School Nurses (NASN).

Article II—Goals

1.  To promote and advance quality school health services and health education throughout the state.

2.  To work toward the promotion of high professional standards for school nurses.

Article III—Amendments

The bylaws can be amended by a three-fourths (75%) vote of those in attendance at the annual meeting with written notice having been made available at least one (1) hour before the vote.

Article IV—Membership/Dues


Section I—Classifications


A.  Active members—all registered nurses who have as their primary  

                   assignment the administration, education or the provision of school

                   health services shall be eligible for the active membership provided they

                   are currently licensed to practice nursing in South Dakota.  Active 

                   members are granted one vote on association business and may hold


     office.


B.  Retired members—any school nurse, upon retirement, shall be

                    eligible to become a retired member upon notification of SDSNA/NASN.


       Current state licensure is not required.


C.  Student members—student members shall:


      1.  Be enrolled in a professional nursing program to meet requirements


            to become a registered nurse.


      2.  Submit proof of enrollment in a professional nursing program with


            the membership application.


     3.  Be allowed a maximum of five years of student membership.


    4.  Not be granted student membership if they have completed 


         requirements to become a registered nurse and are pursuing further


         education.


D.  Corporate/Business/Professional Organizations—members shall be


      those organizations or persons who desire to support the goals of SDSNA


      but are not otherwise eligible for membershp in SDSNA/NASN.  Their


      membership shall, in no way, bind SDSNA/NASN to support philosophies 


      or policies of any Corporate/Business/Professional Organization     


      members.


E.  Member-at-Large--  those persons who hold a special interest in or who 


      are working with SDSNA/NASN and who do not fit into any other


     membership category.

Section 2:  Dues for all classification of unified membership will be

                   determined by SDSNA/NASN.
